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4 Days Angkor Wat Discovery

Day 1: Singapore i Siem Reap

Depart from Singapore Changi International Airport (own arrangement) and begin your holiday in Cambodia. Upon
arrival at Siem Reap International Airport, you will be meet and greet by our local tour representative and transferred
to the hotel. After hotel check-in, you are free at own leisure to explore the medieval city.

Day 2: Siem Reap (B/L/D)

After breakfast at hotel, proceed to visit the most famous of all the temples on the plain of Angkor: Angkor Wat.
The temple complex covers 81 hectares and is comparable in size to the Imperial Palace in Beijing. Its distinctive five
towers are emblazoned on the Cambodian flag and the 12th century masterpiece is considered by art historians to be
the prime example of classical Khmer art and architecture. Angkor Wat's five towers symbolize Meru's five peaks - the
enclosed wall represents the mountains at the edge of the world and the surrounding moat, the ocean beyond. Lunch
will be served at one of the local restaurant. Then follow by the ancient capital of Angkor Thom (12th c.). See the
South Gate with its huge statues depicting the churning of the ocean of milk, the Royal Enclosure, Phimeanakas,
the Elephants Terrace, the Terrace of the Leper King and Bayon Temple (unique for its 54 towers decorated
with over 200 smiling faces of Avolokitesvara), Ta Prohm Temple of similar design to the Jayavarman VII temples,
this quiet sprawling monastic complex is only partially cleared of jungle overgrowth. Intentionally left partially
unrestored, massive fig and silk cotton trees grow from the towers and corridors offering some of the best ‘tree-in
temple’ photo opportunities at Angkor Wat until sunset at Bakheng Mountain. In the evening, you will be transfer
back to hotel after dinner at local restaurant

Day 3: Siem Reap (B/L/D)

After breakfast, you will proceed to the Tonle Sap Boat trip (Floating Village) and Les Artisan D’ Angkor (Art
School), a full-service crafts organization with an ambitious program which includes Les Chantiers Ecoles, an
educational center that trains rural young people in the traditional skills of stone carving, woodcarving, lacquer and
silk weaving. After lunch at local restaurant, proceed to Angkor Silk Farm that consists of 8 hectare in rural
Cambodia. Next, you will enjoy a traditional Khmer massage (approximately an hour) follow by a tour at their
Local Market. This evening, dinner will be served at local restaurant and Aspara Dancing Performance before
transferred back to hotel.

Day 4: Siem Reap i Singapore (B)
Breakfast at hotel. Free at leisure till your departure transfer to the airport for flight to Singapore.
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
