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7 Days Vietnam Tour  *

Day 1: Singapore ',(~ Hanoi (D)
Depart from Singapore Changi International Airport (own arrangement) and begin your holiday in Vietnam. Arrival at Noi Bai International Airport,
you will be meet and greet by our local tour representative and transferred to the hotel. After hotel check-in, rest of the day free at own leisure.
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Day 2: Hanoi = Halong Bay (B/L/D)

Today, breakfast will be served at the hotel follow by an enjoyable morning city tour to visit some of the city’s attractions including the fascinating
Ho Chi Minh Mausoleum, where The Late President Ho Chi Minh declared the Independence Day of Vietnams on 2 September 1945. Then, visit
the Ho Chi Minh House and next to the One Pillar Pagoda, the must-see monument in Hanoi - It is an ancient Buddhist pagoda, built in the
early 11th century in the reign of King Ly Thai Tong, all construction supported by only one pillar, resembling a Buddhist lotus. Continue to visit
Ngoc Son Temple and Restored Sword Lake in the center of modern Hanoi. After lunch will be served at local restaurant, you will visit the first
and oldest university in Vietnam (established since 1070), Temple of Literature, where the five courtyards retains a scholarly atmosphere and
makes a peaceful respite from Hanoi's busy streets. Next, proceed to Halong Bay, the Vietnam'’s greatest natural wonder that is recognized by
World Heritage (UNESCO). Enjoy the scenery along the way to Halong Bay that takes about 3 — 3.5 hours to reach. Seafood dinner will be served in
a local restaurant before check-in to hotel.

Note: Ho Chi Minh Mausoleum is closed on every Monday, Friday and the months of October and November, Military museum will be replaced instead.

Day 3: Halong Bay ® Hanoi (B/L/D)

After enjoy your breakfast at the hotel, take a cruise on the emerald green waters of Halong Bay (World's Natural Heritage by UNESCO). There
are numerous rocks and islands, which are predominantly composed of hardened dolomite together with smaller amounts of calcium carbonate.
You will have the chance hop-on a cruise on the emerald green water to visit some islands, the grottoes and the floating village, not to forget the
spectacular view of 1,600 limestone islands along the bay. Seafood lunch will be served on-board. Transferred back to Hanoi after lunch and drive
thought Hanoi Old Quarter, time will be given to you for shopping at Dong Xuan Market. In the evening, dinner will be served at one of the
local restaurant. After dinner, enjoy the water puppet performance, a unique and famous traditional performance. Overnight in Hanoi.

Day 4: Hanoi ® Ho Chi Minh (B/L/D)

This morning, after enjoying your breakfast at the hotel, you will be transferred to Noi Bai Airport for domestic flight to Ho Chi Minh City. Upon
arrival at Tan Son Nhat Airport, transfer to the city center to tour around the dynamic city, which still called Saigon by many locals. Lunch will be
served at local restaurant and proceed to War museum which primarily contains exhibits relating to the American phase of the Vietnam War, and
is a major tourist attraction, Reunification Palace which was the workplace of the President of South Vietham & was then known as
Independence Palace. The final stop is at Ben Thanh Market, which is always loaded with varieties of goods, such as consumer goods, cakes and
candies, food and foodstuff, and particularly high-quality fruit and vegetables. Then, enjoy your dinner at one of the local restaurant and transfer to
Ho Chi Minh hotel for check-in.

Day 5: Ho Chi Minh & Cu Chi Tunnel & Ho Chi Minh (B/L/D)

This morning after breakfast at the hotel, proceed to Cu Chi Tunnel (75 Km) where human knowledge has been enriched by experiencing a web-
like tunnel system that is more than 200km long connecting command posts, hospitals, shelter and weapon factories, which provide shelters for
Vietnamese guerrillas during the Vietnam War against American troops. Over here you will have the opportunity to witness how rice paper is made
and to explore the amazing labyrinth of tunnels used by the guerrillas during the war. Cu Chi was an important base during the American War,
because of its strategic location. Take the opportunity to feel and experience the narrow passage by climbing and walking through the tunnel. After
lunch at local restaurant, transfer back to Ho Chi Minh and visit the Notre Dame Cathedral, the spiritual and cultural crucible of the French
presence in the Orient, the General Post Office; the former US Embassy that has ancient & with French colonial architecture style and the China
town. After dinner will be served at local restaurant, transferred back to hotel.

Day 6: Ho Chi Minh & My Tho (B/L/D)

After breakfast at the hotel, enjoy a full day trip to the watery world of the Mekong Delta, which is a couple of hours from Ho Chi Minh City.
My Tho is a prosperous town of 175,000 inhabitants in the Mekong Delta and you will see the colorful outskirt lifestyle and it is famous for its
picturesque and immense rice fields. Next, take a cruise at Mekong River to visit the islands and you will have a chance to visit the coconut candy
workshop to taste fresh-made candies, enjoy tropical fruits, honey tea & listen to traditional music from Southern part. Then, get on a small boat to
discover a natural canal of Ben Tre province and take a short walk in the coconut farm to visit a typical house in Mekong Delta and back to big boat
by rowing boat on small canal. Lunch will be served at garden restaurant and continue your trip to Vinh Trang Pagoda, 150 years old pagoda
that combines both Viethamese Khmer and French architecture. Transferred back to Ho Chi Minh City and enjoy your dinner at one of the local
restaurant. Overnight in Ho Chi Minh City.

Day 7: Ho Chi Minh 1‘ Singapore (B)
Breakfast at hotel. Free at leisure till your departure transfer to the airport for flight to Singapore.
