The Arabian Ranches Golf Club is a challenge for golfers across all abilities. Miss the immaculate 
grass of the fairways and greens and you may very likely enter the bunkers. The course fully 
utilizes the natural terrain with its indigenous shrubs and bushes.  
 
Arabian Ranches (formerly known as the Desert Course) has a status among Dubai's golfing 
community. It was undeniably the harshest course in the country but yet enjoyable for all golfers. 
The golf course is constructed through the wide desert scrub and its rippling fairways which can be 
hard to make out from the tee due to the flatness of the land. 
 
While this isn't a really long course from the blue tees, the emphasis is on accuracy of the tee shot. 
Slip off the fairway and you will undoubtedly add on another shot. The desert bush is located on 
every hole and the greens showcase some intimidating slopes. There is no distinct bunker or water 
hazard in the entire course. The sand that you will see is where the designers have permitted part 
of the desert to remain. However, these areas are seldom raked which makes them true hazards 
for even the best sand players.
