Day1 Mon Arrival in Madrid (No Meal)
Welcome to Madrid
Arrive in Madrid airport, welcome and assist by our local representative for your transfer to hotel.

Day2 Tue Madrid — Cordoba — Seville (Breakfast, Dinner)
Sightseeing Tour in Cérdoba

This morning, you will meet at the designated meeting point at 8.00am and travel southwards
through the plains of La Mancha to Cérdoba, an important Roman city and a major Islamic center in
the Middle Ages. Upon arrival, enjoy a sightseeing tour, visiting its famous Great Mosque, once the
spiritual center of the Islamic world, with a Gothic Cathedral built inside, and the old Jewish

Quarter. Thereafter, proceed to Seville, the capital of southern Spain’s Andalusia region.

Start your day with a morning city tour of Seville, visiting the typical Barrio de Santa Cruz with its
narrow streets and alleys. Next, you will head to the beautiful Maria Luisa Park and visit the Plaza
de Espafia, which is one of the most impressive squares and buildings of Spain. The plaza was built
in 1928 for the Ibero-American Exposition of 1929. Here, you can admire the canals, bridges, arches,
fountains and the famous 48 azulejo benches, each representing a province of Spain. Then, proceed
for a panoramic Sightseeing of the City. After the tour, you will have the afternoon to continue
exploring Seville at your own pace.

Day4 Thu Seville - Ronda — Marbella (Breakfast, Dinner)
Free Time in the Mountain Top City

After breakfast, you will depart to the Route of the White Villages and Ronda, one of the oldest
towns in Spain, famous worldwide for its dramatic escarpments and views, and for the deep El Tajo
Gorge that carries the rio Guadalevin through its centre. Free time to explore this scenic town at
your own leisure. Thereafter, transfer to Marbella, a city and resort area on southern Spain’s Costa
del Sol.

Day 5 Fri Marbella — Tarifa — Tangier — Casablanca (Breakfast, Dinner)
Ferry Ride from Spain to Morocco

In the morning, hotel check-out and drive to Tarifa, the southernmost end of the Iberian Peninsula.
Enjoy a scenic ferry ride across the Strait of Gibraltar to Tangier, a city of northern Morocco. Upon
arrival, you will continue your journey to the legendary and cosmopolitan city of Casablanca. Free at
own leisure.

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Day 7 Sun  Marrakesh — Rabat — Meknes — Fes (Breakfast, Dinner)
The Four Imperial Cities of Morocco :
Today, you will travel to Rabat, the capital of Morocco and official residence of the king. Upon
arrival, enjoy a sightseeing city tour seeing the exterior of the Royal Palace, Mausoleum of
Mohammed V as well as Hassan Tower, the minaret of an incomplete mosque and the symbol of
Rabat. Time at leisure. Continue to the UNESCO-listed Meknes, a historic city dating from the 17
century, located in the Middle Atlas region of Morocco. Admire the 40 km of Old Walls and the
great Bab Mansour Gate, Morocco’s most beautiful gate and the most well-known landmark in this city. Thereafter, transfer to
Fes (Fez), a northeastern Moroccan city.

Admire the intricately
carved stonework and the complex geometric designs of the numerous courtyards, labyrinthine
hallways and elegant gardens.

The Historic City of Toledo 3
Bid farewell to Granada and head to the Imperial City of Toledo, a UNESCO World Heritage site with full of
monumental and cultural heritage. Enjoy lunch and City Sightseeing throughout its narrow streets and
alleys, before making your way back to Madrid, where you will be transferred to the airport for
homebound flight.
