Korean Oriental Medicine Museum – learn about Korean herbs and enjoy free hanbok experience 

E-World & E-Tower – amusement theme park, get a vantage view of Daegu city 

E-World is a theme park built around Woobang Tower in Daegu The area around the tower was remodeled as a 

European style park and opened to the public in March 1995 It features a waterfall, fountains, lighting displays, flowers 

as well as rides restaurants, exhibition and performance halls E World has several plazas characterized by different 

themes major plazas include Entry Plaza, Central Plaza, Children's Plaza and Young Town Plaza.

Day 3  Daegu – Gyeongju – Ulsan              (Breakfast, Lunch, Dinner) 
Onwards to Historical Gyeongju 

Hotel check-out. Transfer to Gyeongju the historical city of South Korea. Itinerary for Tour of Gyeongju: 

Gyeongju Museum – learn of Golden Crown and the legend of Emille Bell 

Cheonmachong – explore a royal tomb of the ancient past in Tumuli Park 

Cheomseongdae – you will pass by this ancient astronomy observatory 

Gyeongju Gyochon Traditional Village – learn how to retain family wealth over more than 14 generations 

Tteok Making – see how to make Korean rice cake 

Woljeonggyo Bridge – largest wooden bridge in Korea was built during the Unified Silla period (AD 676-935) 

In the evening, transfer to Ulsan and check-in hotel for 2 nights stay.

Taehwagang Bamboo Forest – buggy ride to photo zone in a magical lush bamboo grove 

Jungang Market – a traditional street market contains many shops 

Whale Museum – the first and only whale museum in Korea and stands on what used to be a central area for the 

Korean whaling industry. After whaling was banned in 1986, 250 artifacts from whalers and the whaling industry were 

collected and put on display 

Jangsaengpo Whale Culture Village – relive the scenes in a whale catching village of the past 

Ulsan Bridge Observatory – a panoramic view of Ulsan Industrial Area

Haedong Yonggung Temple – 1 of 3 Korean temples situated on the cliff at north-eastern coast of Busan 

Dalmaji Hill – you will enjoy scenic view of Gwangan Bay 

Haeundae Beach – the biggest and most famous beach in Busan surrounded by high rise buildings 

Duty Free Shopping – stopover at duty free shop 

UN Memorial Park – commemorate the fallen heroes in Korean War 

Gwangan Bridge – take a lot of pictures with an iconic symbol of Busan, South Korea’s longest double-deck bridge 

End of tours and dinner, proceed to check-in hotel and stay remaining 2 nights in Busan.

International Market – great place to pick a bargain 

Gwangbok Fashion Street – shopping mecca 

Mount Hwangnyeongsan – end the tours with a vantage view of Diamond Bridge
